Horne, and not a Coltic CGod at all, No matter, hecauae the ldea is

The Dance of the Splral, which is symbolizod by the Sacred Celtic

God of Pire, It is with poatle license that I use the nemes of Gods
and Goddesses, assoclating them with those things that have similar-
ities to their nstures, .

Tradition hasa 1t that the Drulds were the flrst of the Gelte to
learn of the Mysterles of the CGods, and were highly respected for
their learning and wizardry.
