Native American Tarot. ' Here is a relatively new deck out on

: ‘the market... only a couple of vears old. It's a great deck for
anyone who is studying Shamanism’and is truly a real American
Deck. Tradition says to honor the CGodg of the Land we Visit

or inhabit and I for one offer a pinch. of tobaceco to the Spirits
. of the American God/desses here in outdoor circles. This deck

- depicts traditions of a variety of American Indian Tribes from
‘North to South--Bast to West., The Credtors of the Deck Magda
Week Gonzalez and her artist husband J.A. Gonzalez did a
FANTASTIC job. converting the standard Tarot to Shamanistic
tradition. The Corn Maiden is the High Priestess. The tribe
Shaman-~the Hierophant--the Coungil Chief--the Emperor. The
Suits have been converted to Blades for Swords, Pipes for Wands,
Vessels for Cups and Shields for Coins. The 108 page hook ism
fantastic in its explanations and Wicca is mentioned in its

true positive light. I have gotten some excellent reading from
this deck myself especially for people who are on the move arounu
the country and I can relate them to different tribe locations,
I had to do some meditations on'the cards and found the book
descriptions excellent seed thoughts. The card colors are soft
in one respect and dramatic in clear lines--the "Natives" seenm
to come alive out of the gentle backgrounds. ' I have no hesitation
in recommendinyg this deck. The $10.00 i& well worth it.

Another Indian type tarot of a totally different nature is the
Xultan Tarot also known as the Mayan Tarot. It is much more
difficult deck to relate to the standard Tarot and has a corre-
sponding book, "Flight of the Feathered Serpent," which. really
~helps understand the mysteries of Southern American religious
system (perhaps I should say Central American). The dramatic
colors used by Peter Balin evoke strong feelings about the
cards. These cards were printed several years ago--then went
outt of print for awhile. fThe revised deck of 78 cards now has
the minor Arcana titled in five languages with the flyer which
is in English. Those people enjoying studies of Mayan culture
will enjoy the twenty major Areana which are named after the
days of the Mavan month and represent the twenty steps to

California researchers say they are testing a hormone that could
eventually be used for permanent male:contraceptive implants.

- Dr. Bhalender Bhasin of Harbor UCLA Medical Center in Los '
Angeles says two volunteers are currently fitted with a device
that pumps the hormone into their bodies. The hoxrmone is injected
into the body through a needle attached to a pump resembling a port-
able "Walkman" stereo that is worn by the volunteers. The hormone
shows promise of suppressing sperm production for months at a
time, without affecting sexual performance. The drug is a syn-
thetic derivative of a natural hormone which blocks the signals
that stimulate sperm production. The volunteers continued to
receive the drug 24 -hours a day over the 16 week test period.
Though development of a permanent implant is still vears away,
Bhasin. says it would consist of a small capsule that could bhe
placed in any number of places under the skin. The drug would
then be released -slowly, over a period of months. The four

year study is aprt of.-a National Insititue of Health-Spronsored
search to find a male contraceptive. The drug also is being
tested at Vandexbilt University in Nashville and by a West (erman
research group.’ :

Houston's only nude apartment complex is telling its residents
to put their clothes back on.

An officer of
Metro-Dyne Financial Corporation, which owns the complex in
southwest Houston, said in a letter to residents it's "no longer
feasible to continue club Fieldstone as a clothing-optional
community.”

An old preservation process is again galnlng world—w;de attention,
This old process is irradiation of foods., What brought irradiation
to the fore was the concern over the safety of chemical fumigants,
such as EDB, Food irradiation is now legal in at least 18

other countries, including Argentina, Belgium, Canada, Chile,
Denmark, France, Israel, Italy, Japan, Netherlands, Spain and

the USSR. . Irradiation is already pernitted on a few foods for
domestic U.S. consumption.. According to the USDA, it's been
Lagal for use on wheat and wheat flour since 1963, on potatoes
since 1964; and on spices since July 1983. Irradlation'breaks
down chemical bonds in the cells of pests, and can kill the

pest or damage its genes necessary for reproduction. At low
doses, radiation prevents the unwanted sprouting of root corops,
such as potatoes, Irradiation can also be used to delay the
ripening of fruit. The process does not make food radioactive.
The process may cause minor changes in the chemical composition
and texture of gome foods... just like cooking causes chemical
changes in foods. One big benefit for the develeping countries

iz that irradiation kills or reduces the number of pests and
microorganisms present in foods, Scientists estimate that as
much as 30% of the world's harvested food supply iz lost through
insect infestation and spoilage. Irradiation cauld reduce these:
losses. At doses higher than the Food and Drug Administration
‘has proposed, jrradiation also rids food of disease-causing
organisms such as salmonella and the bacteria that causes botulism,
And irxradiation could reduce the use of potential carcinogenic
preservatives and the toxic chemical fumigants.

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A Witch looks at Christianity by Tarostar

The Christian Churxch created the medigval concept of the Devil
and thereby spawned so much suffering, misery and death among
humanity for hundreds of years thareafter, the mind boggles to
relate it. |

I know Christians view themselves as decent, loving pecple,
but few of them have ever really studied in depth the tragic !
history of their own faith. :

Perhaps in the beginning, they were a decent enough faith, but

they sold out their spiritual heritage for the worldly glories

of political power when they cast out their mystical aspects .
which included Karma and Reincarnation, and subst1tuted the "Doctrine
of Vicarious Atonement” {(meaning that if you profess "Jesus, "

all your previous evil doings are wiped clean) in order to

please the murderous Emperor Constantine and secure him a place

in Paradise,

The Pagan Faiths said he had evil Karma to pay and could not be
assured of spiritual elevation, having warred and murdered his
way to the throne,

The Christian Church came up with Vicarious Atonenment and dssutod
the Emperor Jesus would accept him. In payment for Constantine's
soul, the Christian Church was made Official Religion of the
Roman Empire and took over all the lucrative revenues of the
Pagan Priesthoods and Temples. As "Official Religion" it had
Imperial favor and therefore, political power over the minds of
all citizens of the Empire. -

Constantine, however, did not even become a Christian until he
lay on his death bed. Only then did he consent to allow the
Pope to baptize him.

Up through this time, the only enemy Christianity thought it had,
was the Jew., Jews were denied any decent professions in christian
lands and were forced to be "ghettoed" and wear specific uniforms

.. 80 that .all Christians could recognize them as "Christ Killers"

(Shades of Adolf Hitler. )

It usad to be: a Good Frlday tradition in many Chrlstlan communitics
tp raid the local Ghetto, burn, rob, rape, beat, maim and kill
Jews. (If they truly believed their Jesus to be an aapect of
Peity, how could anyone have killed Him?) j

Then some fool said the world was going to end Anno Domini 999,
50 that with the year 1,000 A.D. Jesus would come in glory and
ruleé the world, to punish all the evil Saracens and Jews who
would not believe in him,

December 31, Christians sat up all night expecting. -The dawi
came and nothing. -They waited a few years just to see. Then
by 1086 A.D. Christians came to the conclusion that Jesus could
not come becauvge the Saracen Moslem was at that time QLGHPYJDG
the Holy Land

Jesus' precious blrth pldge and scene of passion were polluted
by those who did not worship him. '

Thereupon followed the most savage and wasteful epizode of all
time: The Cruzades,

Christians should read of the barbaric cruelty that those of
their faith. infljcted upon the Moslems. How Arab blood ran
ankle deep in the. streets of YHoly Jerusalcmﬁ" {Doesn't that
name mean somethng about peace?) :

Any religion that would ldunch a way_against others is evil!
The Crusades failed miserably and threw all that barbarism back
upon its origin. Up to that time, Christians had been content

to harass the Jew. : About 1485 A. D thcy dlﬁcovered the Witeh.
(The Monk's manual against Witches The Malleus Malificarum,)

‘Christians at first said Witches were only a delusion (Canon
Episcopi 900 A.D.) "By 1485, they had reversed their theology
and said that if you didn't agree Witches were real and evil
people, you yourself were guilty of heresy and perhaps a Witch.

Such theological gymnastics launched another sad, evil, violent
and horror-filled episode of Christian Histeory: The Witchcraft
Mania, ‘ ' ’

At first Christianity held the scriptural idea of Satan; as being
& necessary voice of conscience to tempt and dissuade one from good
resolve, but sent by God. By the High Middle Ages, they had

created the red, dloven-lhoofed, horned, ugly and evil concept

of the Devil, who existed to cause death and destruction to man-
kind in his own right, being an equal power in the universe

to God, : ' -

More time was spent describing the Devil and his pemons to . .
the smallest minutiae, than any other philosophical aspect of
Christianity in those days.

Then Christians established the "Inquisitional Economy.” Society,
under the leadership of Christian Divines and Theologians, went
nsane to rip and tear at itself. '

At first the Inquisition was set up to test the christian orthodoxy
of Jews forced to convert to Christianity on pain of death in
Christian Spain, They were called iMaranos; Jews who publically
professed Christ, but privately practiced Judaism. The Holy
Fathers of the Church could not tolerate any gods before Jesus,

not even God WHimself. ‘

S0, these poor Maranos were burned at the stake, not direcily
by the Church, but by the government upon orders from the Church.
(8he wanted no blood to spill on her ecclesiastical vestments,)

Since Church and State were combined, an enemy of the Church

was therefore also a public criminal to be executed by the secular
authority. The Church could have one put to death simply by
stating one was a heretic. (Heretic means free thinker.

I thought Jesus only condemned hypocorites.) When they ran out

of Jews, they turned on the Witches.

The Inguisitional EBconomy kept many people in lucrative, high
paying positions,. When one was called a Witch and arrested,

all property was confiscated first to the Holy Fathers of the
Church, then to the government to be sold off. Whole indistries
sprang . up around the bon-fires of human bodies: assessors,
aceountants, caretakers, torturers, executioners and the garment
industry. (On order of Holiy Mother Church, a heretic had to
wear a special uniform in which to burn.) '

in other words, the climate of bigotry, hate and violence spawned
by Christian theologians kKilled millions of human beings in
Spain, France, England, Germany and even in Holy Russia.

All Christendom hunted down anyone who appeared different,
thought any thing slightly unchristian, or who acted any way
displeasing to the upholders of Christian Virtue. (I thought

the MORAL MAJORITY WAS A MODERN PHENOMENON,)

The insanity did not stop with killing Witches, About this time
Martin Luther broke the monolithic structure of the Christian
Church and began a shattering effect that reverberates even today,
‘and launched a new sad episode in Christian History: The Protestant
Refornation. Protegtants hated Witches even worse than they
hated Catholics. (And they would kill a Catholic at the drop

of a hat.) " ‘ '

The Thirty Years War, 1618-1648 is glossed over in most history
books, Protestants and Catholics do not wish to be reminded

of how they use to gleefully slaughter each other, (I don't

know why.. They still villify each others doctrines.) They hated
and killed each other while both continued to kill those they
called Witches. ' ' ‘

By this time Satanism happened upon the scene, People came to
the conclusion that the redl Power of Evil must be the one all
warring factionsg of Christianity pray to. :

Satan, or the concept of him, seemed gentle and loving compared
to the Holy Fathers and Bigoted Divines. He offered healthy
lust, fun, games, diversion, material well-being and security.

The only thing Protestants and Catholics could agree upon was
their hatred for Satan and of all people who .could not hate the
same way they did.

It
began to influence the minds of those in government. It taught
Rational Philosophy and laughed out bigotry and faith.

Fortunately it gained ground. Because only where the Governments
refused to take sides in religious issues could Catholics and
Protestants live in peace with each other. The Government had

to unequivocably state that one person's religion was no better
than another's. ‘

Although, anti-Senitism continued to exist in Christisnity xight
up into the present century. In iloly Russia they launched
Pograms against Jews as late as 1905,

The Communist authorities stopped that by saying there is no
such thing as religion,

This age seems to condemn the Nazi regime for persecuting Jews
as 1f that were something new. They were only offering their
idea of a "Final Solution,” because of the 2000 year tradition
of hatred against Jews inherent within Christianity.

I have to laugh when I hear Christians professing to be "spiritually
Israel,” How bhlind do they think Jews are? Do Jews have short
memories? And the "Jews For Jesus® don't bear comment.

Not to forget the Thirty Years War, it seems to be still going
on in Belfast. They may hide behind politics, but the religious
issue fans the flames of destruction with emotional impact.

Another bone to pick with Christians. Why do they condemn the
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saintg? Are not Mormons
also Christians? So what if they have a different idea of Holy
Scripture? So do Protestants and Catholics.

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Researchers say the discovery of a gene that controls body . shape
in fruit flies, mice and human beings could explain how physical
characteristics are passed on between generations. According to
scientists at Yale and Columbia Universities and in Switzerland,
the finding establishes a genetic link bétween drganisms separated
by billions of years of evolution.  Researchers at the two American
universities and the University of Basel say the gene was -
nearly identical between the three species...indicating the same
genetic pattern may control all inherited body forms., Frank
Ruddle, Professor of Biology and Human Genetics at Yale, says,
"Proof of a common development pattern could provide scientists
with a shortcut in identifying and eventually treating the

genes that cause many genetic diseases and birth defects,"”

Billions of Bacteria will be giving up their lives this winter

50 that skiers can swish down their favorite slopes. The dead
bacteria will be mixed with water, added to compraessed air and
propelled out the nozzles of snow-making machines. As the bacteria
fall to the earth through freezing air, their tiny bodies will

be enshrined in ice crystals. This particular strain of hacteria
(called Pseudomonas Syringae) allows snow to he made at warmer
temperatures...as high as 29 degrees Farenheit...compared with

17 degrees for most snow-making operations. The bacteria also
increase the volume of snow per volume of air and water.

For the first time, astronomers have photograrhed evidenge

indicating a previously unknown solar system exists around a

star twice as big and 10 times as bright as the sun. Dr. Bradford
Smith of the University of Arizona, said the photographs reveal

a swarm of solid particles that foxrm a disk 40 billion miles

in diameter around a star about 50 light years from earth. .

Smith said the significance of the discovery is partly "philosophical.’
He said, "It shows our own solar system is not unigque,"

Even 1if you are .not a student of the hidden or metaphysical
mysteries, you will find that "ritual" is an integral part of .
your life. Every faith follows a proscribed pattern of worship--
ritual. As an example, thdse who follow the Christian path rise
on Sunday morning, -shower and dress for church (preparation).

The services begin with opening prayers (invecation). The sermon
is preached and the Deity is asked to respond (petition).

The collection hasket is passed (sacrifice), and the closing
prayers are offered {(thanksgivinag).

The younger one is when they begin to follow a ritual formulae, -
the nore effective it becomes. ns we discussed earlier, once a’
pattern has been decided on, each time it is executed the conscious
and deeper/higher levels of consciousnessg respond to each step-

more quickly. When you first begin to follow a ritual formulae,
allow plenty of time. As you become more familiar with the Dhy31ral
actions required, they will bhecome "automatic” and your conscious
levels will react more rapidly. The pitfall to avoid here is

that of going through the bteps mechanically. Concentrate on

each step. Why are you doing it? What does it mean? Yow does

In disgussing who benefiL$ from rltual let us consmdcr a few
exanples: :

The c¢hild., Any rituwal in which & child is involved should bhe
simple. A child’'s levels of conseioushess are close to the surface
and any level can be reached with little effort, as is attested
to by legions of “"invisible playmates" from time immemorial.
Who is the first to spy fairies or elves? Or to say, "Ms.
Joneg 1s coming over this afternoon” when we haven't heard from
. M&. Jones in months, and she appears at the door this day.
. The.;child, not yet encased in the shell which humankind  imposes,
is in constant commiunication with other realms of consciousness.

By allowing the child to participate in and conduct his or her
own gimple rituals, the child c¢an retain the abhility to quickly
reach other levels. By allowing the "child within™ to remain
near the surface, we free him or her from the burdensome task
of searching later in life for that "¢hild within.®

The Teenager. The teenager w1ll benefit from ritual, par '
meditative rituals. During what is probably the most dlfchult

"phase of .earthly life, thegse rituals help the teenager in the
search to discover who and what he or she is, and why. TE the
"ohild within® h&ds been allowed to remain near the surface, the
task is easier, but even if it has been suppressed by the child's
earlier tra1n1ng, the shell is still thin and can be easily
shattered, :

The teenager proficient in simple, personal rituals can be an
asset in group rituals, particularly of a celebratory nature.
The open lines of communication with other levels,. and.the over-
abundance of energy which most teenagers possess can he a anrk
whileh touches off a chain reaction, bringing the. ritual anﬂ its
parf101pant$ closer to ‘the goal, '

Care should be taken, however. to instill a deep sense of ethics
ancd the responsgibility for their actions in the teenagexr. The
inate ability to contact other levels and the high level of
energy toe accomplish their purpose could get the teenager in
some very unpleasant situations, unless he or she is properly
trained in the ethical use of their abilities.

The strength of these energies necessitates that we
"close dowvm" to avoid absorbing these endrgies and to avoid
being influenced by them. ' Also, we must remain firmly on the
physical level throush most of our day to function properly at
cur tasks. Unless we participate in solitary or group rituals

on a regular basis, it becomes more and more difficult to "open
up" and to reach the deeper/higher levels of consciousness.

I strongly recommend that everyone establish the habit of daily
ritual., It may be a solitary rite or a "family® rite, scheduled
for morning, evening, or whatever time is best suited to. you,

as an individual, or the "family unit.”

There are many of us who rise a few minutes early in the morning
and spend these extra minutes at our altar, perhaps lighting a
candle and/or incense, and communing with the deities. Tt is

a lovely way to bheqgin the day and makeg cach day seem a little
better than it might have been otherwise. Others thoose to

time their rite for evening, helping to rid themselves of the
cares of the day and prepare for meaningful sleep. &till others
do both. The morning rite seems to be the easiest to observe

on a regular bhasis, for most of us plan other activities in

the evening which can interfere with our daily observance.
Whatever time you choose, do try to.make it a dialy observance--
you will scon find that it becomes the most important and meaning-
ful part of your day. '

Group rituals are also very important. Those belonging to a group
understand the meaning and importantce of the "group oversoul,” as
it is known in metaphysical terms, which blends and melds together
the diverse energiecs of the ﬁrOup Those who practice their

art 4s solitaries can f£ind much joy and comfort through the
linking togethar with otehrs of our rath for the Sabbats or

other gpecial oceasion rites.

Remember, whether youy ritual is solitary or group, held in

the daylight or dark, indoors or out, ritual iz a powerful key

to unlocking the doorways which lead to a deeper, more meaningful
communion with those energies which we soek. Use vour key!
