CAGLIOSTRO TAROT DECK: This is an unusual deck indeed. I could
“say that we could throw it into the Egyptian Section but that
wouldn't be quite right. The motif is Egyptian for the Majoxr
Arcana but the art work is somewhat Art Deco. Considering this
.deck was first done in 1912 it seems surprisingly modern and
:%pbéat‘te me today. There are printed meanings as well as
Hebrew and astrology symbols on the Major Arcana. But, I will

- 8ay that the Minor Arcana do not seem to belong to the rest

of the deck. fThey are a totally different style, fThey are of
the Swiss type but do have key word interpretations. Now to

add to that... they show the correspondence to the 'straight'
deck or regular playing card and even dates too which is unusual.
There are thoge readérs I know who find this a good deck to use
because while I lay out 26 cards and can read 45 minutes from
those cards, others like to do’'a reading with a few rapid-fire
‘spreads. These cards could almost be easily separated into

two different decks and so would bhe great for multiple spreads,
Also for the person who has read regqular playing cards and wants
to begin reading the tarot this is a good deck to start with.

It comes with a 67 page instruction booklet and this deck could
be interesting for anyone who has worked with the Papus Tarot.

BOOK REVIEW (from Rik)

One of my hobbies is collecting ancient weapons such as swords,
knives (useful when I need a ritual sword), maces and oriental
weapons such as sal, nunchaku, shuriken, etc. Since collecting
something is useless unless you know how to use them, I studied
weapons systems in martial arts and collected books on thelr

use and history. T even collected ninja materials long before
“the first movie or TV show reached the publlc 50 when I met a
Witch who alseo belonggd te a ninja scheool in Arizona, my response
wag, "Why learn to he a.terrorist and asassin?” Well, studies
Led me to -some of the. ninja books put out on the market that
were written by Nlnja and I began to realize that ninja suffered
from the same’ situatign as witches did; that is, all that was
written about them came from their enemies who' tried to exterminate
them. The more I studied ninjitsu, the more I became convinced
that if they weren't witches, they should have been, Thus I
offer these five book reviews as training manuals Ffor Covens,
Witches, and Craft Martial Artists.

A Book of Five Rings. by Miyamoto Musashi. This work, first
written in Japan in 1645, isn't about ninjitsu. Rather it is
about the strategy of kendo or japanese swordsmanship. Musashi
was the greatest swordsman in Japan, killing his first opponent
at the age of 13 and retiring at the age of 30 after winning

60 duels. He is also renowned as an artist and sculpter and
many of his art works are considered to be treasures.

His Book of Five Rings is his philosophy of Kendo that is easily
applied to almost any situation, including magick. The work

itself is divided into the five elements of: The Ground Book
(earth), the Water Book (water), the Fire Book (fire), the Wind

Book (air), and The Book of the Void (Spirit). By simply replacing
a few terms such as Sword for Tool, The Way for Magick and so on,
you have a work that ils invaluable to all Witches.

The Ground Book tells the philosophy of determination, honesty,
courage, and all that Witches hold dear. The Water Book concerns
itself with spirituality and attitude. ' The Fire Book tells of
the environment and -how to use it to your advantage, The Wind
Book tells of different philosophies and the Book of thé Void
tells of the attitude that we call syncronicity. I find that
-each time I read this work, I find more and more that applies
to my life and religion but, I warn you, this work is NOT for
people who cannot see past the words printed on the page.

Like a Wiccan rituval, the real meaning lies hlddgn and can only
be perceived by those who have insight.

NINJA VOLUME I, II, III, IV and NINJITS5U: THE ART OF THE
INVISIBULE WARRIOR by Stephen Hayes., These are five books all
written by Stephen Hayes who is the first occidental to be
admitted into an authentic ninjitsu school in Japan. Like Gerald
Gardner, who was among the first to tell the truth about Witch-
craft, Hayes explodes the traditional myths about the ninja.

That is, instead of being assassins, terrorists, and semi-
mythical demons irn human form who killed horribly at the drop

of a coin, Hayeeg portrays them as mountain peasants who sought

to live with nature and follow their own religion despite the
attempts of the establishment to exterminate them (sound familiar?)
But where Witches went underground to survive, the ninja learned
how to fight and hide, and to sell theixr talents at esplonage

to the local lords.

All of Hayes' books are similar in content and to read one is
to readall save, like the early (1970'3) witchcraft books that

said essentially the same, Hayes gives different techniques of
combat, evasion, and psychic development.

- One can divide the books into three sections despite what the

~ table of contents says. The first section tells a bit of the
‘history or philosophy of the hinja. How they were persecuted
for their religion, how they refused to serve an evil Lord and
remained loyal to their philosophy of the interrelatedness of
all things and the concept of acting to cause the least harm

and most good for all. The second section is a training manual
- for armed and unarmed combat and can be ignored by those witches
who are non-vidlent (though Hayes does teach a number of non-
violent methods of avoiding attack). The third section teaches
various psychic training methods to increase your perception and
to feel auras and to influence others through ESP.

For people like myself who were raised on the concept of an evil
ninja (like being raised on the concept of an evil witch),
- reading Hayes will destroy a few misconceptions and cause one
.. to: remember the chains we lost as we learned the truth about
witcheraft. - o

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RELIGION IN THE NEWS (UPI)

A Lutheran church official says proposed legislation to allow
religious groups to meet on public school property should be
rejected. He says it is being used by school prayer proponents
as a "first step” toward achieving their aim. The Rev. Charles
Bergstrom, head of the O0ffice of Governmental Affairs of the
Lutheran Council in the U.S5.A., says the proposed legislation
would grant “"preferred status to speech with religious content.*
Ne other kind of activity would be given the same kind of pro-
tection. - Under the proposed legislation, schools would be .
required to permit.student-initiated, teacher-supervised religious
groups to meet on school property. Political groups and others
would not enjoy the same statug--ichool officials would have

a choice whether to. permit them to use the facilities. The
Lutheran Council joins the American Jewish Congress and the
American Civil Libertiés Union in opposing the bill. Tt is
backed by the National Council of Churches, the Baptist . Joint
Committee on Judicial Affairs and many other religious groups.

The funds also are used for church and chapel
construction, pastoral programsg, and emergency disaster aid.

Looking over the past two years as head of the nation's largest
protestant denomination, Southern Baptist Convention president
James Draper says he feels there's less divisiveness among
Baptists now than when he took office. He hopes that will be
regarded . as the major contribution of hig presidency of the 14
million member convention. Draper says chure h leaders have
finally admitted there are "substantive differences" among
Baptists. But both the leadership and the conservative challengers
of the leadership are now showing "more willingness to accept
some diversity.”" Draper said he believes the issue of women's
ordination is the "most emotional and explosive” issue facing
Southern Baptists today. Draper himself opposes ordaining women.

The Rajneeshees wanted to find the most unproductive farmland

in the United States and reclaim, it, If this were true there

is other and worse places to reclaim. If in Oregon there is

the southeast part of the State. When they finally settled, it was
on good land with large ranches all around it.

They came about July 1981 to build a commune ranch with 15
disciples. In September, the Rajneesh arrived from India.

In November, there was about 200 people there and they wanted
to build and incorporate a city.

In Decembex, farm families along with the 1,000 Friends of
Oregon filed suit contesting the incorporation of a city.

The Land Use Board of Appeals dismisses the appeal stating
creation of a new city was not a land use decision under
Oregon law. The Oregon Court of Appeals reversed the decision
and later stated that it did not comply with land use laws.

Antelope, Oregon is a historic city of the past days, Teamsters
en route te the John Day gold fields named the Antelope Valley

for the animals grazing there. Homesteaders followed and a

post office was established., fThis town became the hub of shipping
of cattle and sheep in Central Oregon.

While they were rrying to have their own city (which the decision
was decided No} they went ahead anyway. They .moved some people
into Antelope so they could be residents and bought land.

They finally took over Antelope, then the school. The children
now have to travel 45 miles each way spending up to 10 hours
going to Madras and Marysin. Now they want.the church land

and building and sued the head of the church to try and get it.

Where hefore there was no ¢ity tax in Antelope there is a'property
tax of §$19.80 per 51,000 assessed value.

A group called People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals
planned a Los Angeles news conference to discuss the theft of
more than 100 research animals from a City of Hope laboratory.
The group is acting as the mouthpiece for the Animal Liberation
Front, which has claimed responsibility for removing the dogs,
cats, mice, and rabbits from the lab. Officials at theCity of
Hope plan a news conference immediately following the animal
‘rights group briefing. The researchers want to detail the
importance of the experiments in which the stolen animals were
being used. The animals are sald to be worth nearly a half
million dollars and all had been part of experiments relating
to human diseases, The Washington based People for the Ethical
Treatment for Animals claims the animals have been taken out of
state and are being cared for by "medical personnel." The
group's director, Ingrid Newkirk, says the animals were removed
from the lab in Duarte because they had been kept in unsanitary
conditions. According to Newkirk, dogs were suffering with
bloated bellies and multiple tumoxs. A City of Hope spokesman
says loss of the animals will have a serious effect on cancer
and emphysema research at the facility. Two of the stolen
rabbits had been injected with viral herpes. Officials say if
people are exposed to the rabbit's urine they could contract
the disease. The Animal Liberation Front took responsibility
for a similar theft of 12 dogs from Harbor UCLA Medical Centex
two years ageo. Those animals have never been returned.

Spring is one of the favorlte tlmas of year for birdwatchers

and if you want to put out the welcome. mat for wild birds in your
yard, the Auduhon Workshop of Northbrook, IlllnDlB, hag some
tips. Robins and purple martins will nest in birdhouses but
cardinals won't, How big a house yau need depends on how large
a bird you want to attract. The Audubon Workshop sells houses
and bird feed by mail, offering everything from traditional,

one bird-family dwelllng< to "castles" with room for two dozen
birds. . The Workshop says people's inter@st in birds has grown
so much in recent years, it has had to computerize. It now uses
a small IBM to handle the increasing demands. For more infor-

A brecding palr of peregrine falcons are reportedly nesting on

a hlqh ‘rise building in.the Century, City area of Los Angeles.
This increases the known local populsation of the endangered
species to at least six. Curator Lloyd Kiff of the Western
Foundation of Vertegrate Zoology, a group trying to keep the rare
predator from extinction, says the newly discovered hirds have
been seen near several office towers and are believed old encngh
to produce offspring, Fewer than 200 peregrine falcons aie
believed to be on the west coast. The birds becanme cnﬁangcrcd
when the pesticide DPT entered LhELE fooa chain, causing too
thin shells. The peregrine regeneration proaram in Los Angeles
hegan in 19281 when birds were released from a Westwood high rise
and a remote Ventura County mountain,

Eight people were arrested in Ventura County on charges of

staging an illegal cock fight, The Sheriffis office says deputies
raided the cock fight in the Moorpark area after thev werec alerted
by a phone call. More thgn 100 spectators were on hand when
patrol cars pulled up. Most fled but deputies arrested eight
people and confiscated an undetermined number of hirds. Deputies
said several fighting birds already had been killed.

Cattle ranchers and agriculture officials are worried about

the spread of toxic waste water at the Kesterson Wildlife Refuge
in the San Joaquin Valley. The wasgte, which is believed to have
caused numerous deformities and mutations among ducks at the
refuge, is 1eak1nq into surrounding pnqtur@ Tands qra?ed by
thousands of dairy and haef cattle. The trace mineral selenium
ig the suspected culprit.
