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An Update from Our Lady of the Perpetual Coffee FPot

Mid-March. While the daytime feels like spring, the evening
and night hours remind that it is still winter. The plum is
past blooming now and the apriecot just finishing the height
of bloom, the citrus trees hum with the excitement of
hundreds of insects, some patrolling for destructive pests,
most on a quest for the delicious nectar from the blooms.
Flower blooms are everywhere--not the hardy summer blooms but
the first delicate blooms. of narcissus, daffodils, tulips,
crocus, and, on a few lawns in. the neighborhood, poppies.

The garden crops are springing out of the ground and looking
for methods to get ever closer to the sun. First leaves are
forming on the deciduous trees--a wet, vibrant green, not the
deepex green of summer's flush. It is getting difficult to
stay in the house during the day (which is getting longer
now and, in another two weeks, will seem even longer with
Daylight Savings Time). 1 find myself trying to find
shortcuts’ in more and more of: the housework so I can.spend
more time outside.

The cats are slimming down as they are outside chasing all
the awakening life that is scurrying in the grass and each
other and just about anything that moves for they, too, have
their share of spring fever. Even the dogs get into the act
and chase the onslaught of birds and insects that haven't
been around for a few months. ' . :

The first cuttings of perenmial herbs are in the oven drying.
Some of the herbs won't be ready for cutting for a few weeks.
vet, such as sage and rue. - Spring cuttings are a bit
different than herb harvest duriug the rest of the year.
Right now, most of the cutting is done to benefit the shape,
strength, and future growth of the plant.. The marjoram, for
example, was trimmed to preserve shape. Leaves and tops were
cut from the lemon balm to encourage doubling and also shape.
the plant. Blossoms were cut from the lavendar to make room
for new blossoms setting on and the ever-spreading mints were
harvested in areas where 1 did not want to encourage their
growth. L L

How to tell when to cut perennial herbs? Outside of magickal
considerations (the hour of the day, phase of the Moon,
astrological factors), conditions vary from herb to herb.

The outmost growth may look thin.and spindly. 7This was the
case with the marjoram. Trimmed back, growth is encouraged
closer to the root system and the plant will "f£ill in" rather
than gpread out. The long stems of peppermint are spared;

they will eventually fall over and form "runnews" which, in
turn, will propagate new plants. In this way, this perennial
is "established"” and will be ready for cutting later in the.
year. In examining the lemon balm, a stem would have a top .
and, at the base of the leavea next down from the top, more
leaves would be forming. Here, the tops are cut as well as
the two large leaves next down on the stem to encourage
"doubling", or the growth of the new, little leaves coming
out at the base of the leaves cut. Again, spindly growth on
the outskirts of the plant was clipped as well as growth
encroaching on other plants. Lavendar blossoms, to harvest
for most value of the blossoms, should be cut as soon as the
first little flowers appear on the bud or sooner. After
that, let the bud completely blossom and dry to harvest for
seed. Again, harvesting the' topmost blossom encourages
doubling and strengthena the buds which follow.

The easy way to clean herbs is to give them a gentle shower
before you cut them with the finest setting of the parden
hose nozzle. Allow them to dry a bit before beginning to
cut, enough to eliminate residual moisture but not enough so
that they have a é¢hance to pick up additional dirt and goo.
Usually, a half hour in low bumidity will be sufficient for
recovery from the shower. I have special scissors for
cutting herbs and, for heavier pruning jobs, pruning shears;

a purist might recommend special wooden scissors for the 10b.
1 do not recommend hand picking as this tends to traumgatize
the rest of the plant and can severely. disturb root
formation. .

I ugually spend a couple of minutes studying the plant. before
I cut (and, of course, telling it how much it's loved and how
pretty it is), checking for signs of disease or pest _
infestation and deciding where and how much I am going to
cut. Once I have finished taking cuttings from a plant, I
water the area. Leaves and other parts of the plant not kept
for drying are returned to the earth where they break up and
provide nutrients for the soil.

I have found that the wicker paper plate holders are ideal
for herb cutting. We have a gas stove and the heat from the
pilot light 1z exactly' the amount needed to dry the herbs
(always check the oven before you preheat). The wlicker paper
plate holders allow excellent air circulation to the herbs on
the bottom of the plate so that turning ls completely
unnecessary. The plates can be easily toted to the herb

garden (and back) for collectimg. A gentle tap or two on the
counter during the drying process removes additional dirt
particles and these fall right through the wicker weaving.
The plates hold just enough herb to make the work worthwhile
but not so much that the process becomes an overwhelming
chore, A week or ten days after cutting, the herbs are .dxy
enough for processing and storage and we're ready to go cut
gome more! -

By the way, Ogaes, perennials you may want to consider for
your summer cold tea collection are bee balm and lemon balm.
Ree balm (Oswego tea, bergamot) is a member of the mint
family and is a tenaclous grower. In your neck of the woods,
plant this lovely in an area where it will get partial shade
during the hottest part of the day and far away from anything
delicate as, like most mints, it will creep and crawl like a
one-year~old and grows as it goes. The lemon balm is also &
member of the mint family but does not have the tendency to
creep that bee balm does. In an area protected from frost,
both will winter over and provide enough foliage for light,
fresh harvests throughout the wintexr. The bee balm will have
an orangish flavor and is very strong. The lemon balm has a
light, lemonish flavor and is more delicate in flavor than
the bee balm. Both can be served hot or cold. Several of us
have dosed with both teas with good results. If tummy
ailments are adding to the misery, add some peppermint or
spearmint, another pair of easy-to-grow, creeping mints. The
peppermint is a shade lover, however, and prefers a northern
location although it will invariably get out and explore the
neighbor's pasture.

from many paths and the legal assistance, of thé American .
Civil Liberties Union helped achieve this important victery
for the Wiccan religion. o :

Although Cirele Sanctuary, also known as Circle, had already
obtained legal church status on state .and federal levels of
govermment in 1978 and 1980 respectively, its right to have
religious activities on its 200 acre nature preserve and herb
farm has been repeatedly challenged by local government
officials for the past four years. While this victory
representa an important development in its religious freedom
battle, Cirecle's legal struggle is by no means over.: Within
minutes of giving Circle Sanctuary zoning to operate its .
church on its church-owned land, local government officialse
attacked Circle's right to use its barn as a church building
to house Circle's church offices and provide living space for
church workers. It is uncertain whether or not this
challenge can be successfully resolved without a court
battle., This latest attack continues to draw local,
regional, and hational media attentioy to the religious
freedom issues at the center of the case, © :

There are a few comments that I would like to make about
Malcolm Brenner's letter regarding video taping of Craft
folk., 1In his letter, Mr. Brenner refers to "my rights." It
never ceases to amaze me at how many folks use "my rights" as
an excuse for being rude,  ill-mannered, indecent,
overbearing, and generally a jerk! It is about time that
intelligent folks realized that, in dealing with each other,
each person must respect first and foremost the rights of the
other... and that means that you may have to foregc one or
two of your rights to live with the other person, just as
they must do the same to 1ive with you.

When driving a’ car, and two drivers claim all their rights at
the same time, the result 1§ a crash. In the case of
Mr. Brenner and the group in Portland, the result is a
spoiled ritual and bad feeling all around. Making a video of
the Craft is a neat idea but any responsible. filmmaker would
first get the written permission from each person or group
. who are to be involved in the project. A few years ago, I
had a tiny part'in a film with Paul Newman called Winniug and
I clearly fecall that the producers made every single person
in all the large crowd shots sign a release (there was also a
release in my contract)... should we ask less of someone
filming a story on the Craft?

Those of us who are public about our Craftwork do not fear
being filmed or connected with the Craft but there are a
great many Craft folk who do fear being open about their
Craft and their right to worship, even in publie, without
~ being taped or filmed or photgraphed far outweighs anyone's
‘§i§ht for photographlng them in thair worship far a cheap
md . L

Yes, 1t was not Mr. Brenner's fault that he could not get
permission to £ilm, but then it was not really the average
Witch attending the ritual's fault either, and it is
completely unimportant that he was filming so faces could nat
be seen, as the folks being filmed had no way of knowing that
' (nor even of knawing who' was filming them or whv)

No, people must get ‘off their bill of rights and start
reapectmng each other and thinking of the other person for a
change. I thought the Me, Me, Me, My, My, My was a yuppie
2ff£ictian. Do we really need those sort of folks in the
raft?

I'11 pive you a real good example of just how stupid and out
of hand this "my right" crap can get... S

Wheﬁ the local Shaman of the Mismi People (a Native American
People who once called all of Ohio, Indiana and. parts of
Wisconsin theirs) was forced to retire because, at his
advanced age, he could no longer stand our cold winters, he
pasged his Power Objects and his duties in the Tribe over:to
me' (being one-third Miami, I was trained in the, Medicine Path
many years ago). Down near our permanent outdoor Stone Ring,
which 1s located behind my museum and the Enchanted Cottage
next to it, is a permanent Sweat Lodge. A few weeks ago, one
of the elderly Tribe members came and asked that I do a
special ceremony for him in the Sweat Lodge that makes him
ready to go into Spirit... a more or less Native version of
the last rites, which includes a very private Sacred Pipe
Ceremony. This is a very Sacred Ritual, and one seldom
enacted, these days. Co

Well, while we were in the Sweat lLodge, a lady (?) whom we
later learned was a High Priestess from up North of us,
stopped to see the museum., When my wife informed her that I
was conducting a Sweat Lodge and that she would have to wait
untll that was finished to tour the museum (my wife was busy
with our kids at the time and couldn't conduct the tour
herself), this young woman announced that that was just fine,
she would attend the Sweat Lodgel .
When Moonstone tried nicely to tell her that this was a very
private Ceremony, our visitor threw such a:fit and made such
a fuss that I had to.come out of the Lodge and demand that
she leave my property... which she only did after I offered
to ring up the local constable!

Because we would not allow her to force her way into this
very private Ritual, we (especially 1) were called sexist,
racist, un-Craftlike, and a large number of terms that would
make a drunken sailor blushl She showed no respect for
anyone's "rights" or feelings but her own. She claimed that
she had been trained in "Wiccan Shamanism" and thus had every
right to enter the Sweat Lodge any time a Ceremony was taking
place! I have encountered a great deal of rudeness from so-
called Craftt folks in recent years, but this weirdo really-
takes the cake!

And, for the record, the Sweat Lodge is wine and not the
Tribe's, and so women are welcome in it for any Rituals that
do not involve the Tribe. The Tribe, by tradition, does not
allow women to take part in the Sweat Lodge or in any of the
Sacred Pipe Ceremonies, and 1 respect thelr rights to this
tradition by not allowing women in the Lodge during Tribal-
related rituals, and by not allowing women to take part in
Pipe Ceremonies in which the Tribe's Pipe (which is now in my
care until I pass on wmy duties) is used (though I do share my
own Sacred Pipes with women during non-Tribal Rituals).

This so-called High Priestess kept shouting (and I do mean
shouting) about her "rights." What about the rights of an
elderly Native American who wanted to share a Pipe for the
last time? Who's rights were more important? The old man
died a week and a day later, the "High Priestess" is still
around (and, no doubt, still as obnoxious).

And, by the way, also for the record, my property and
gsanctuary are not a democracy. A visitor's "rights" here are
what I 'say they are and no more or less... and if you can't
abide by that, you don't need to come.

But, getting back to wvideo taping, up until I took over the
family Witcheraft museum, it had been open to Craft people
only. When I took it over, 1 decided that it should be open
(still free of charge) to everyone interested. At that
point, my insurance company sent out some folks to appraise
the collections and see how it was displayed... and
protected. And they hit the ceiling! The items in the
museum and other building were appraised at over half a
million dollars and among the things they insisted that we do
was to install closed-circuit TV cameras in the museum
building and in the Enchanted Cottage next to it (the only
two buildings that were to be open to the public).

This was done, and so everyone who visits the museum and
cottage are videotaped. Several of the cameras are in plain
view and one in the mus eum is even marlked with a little card
that says, "Smile, you're on candid camera.” So, we don't
sneak around about 1t and sure don't surprise anyone,

Several folks have asked over the past few years about the
taping, and we tell them that, after a while, the tapes are
cleaned and reused, so no one need fear a shot of them in the
museum will turn up on the local TV station news.

In gsome seven or eight vears now, only one person has refused
to enter the museum due to the cameras, and I didn't have the
heart to tell her that two cameras monitor the walk up to the
house and the pate, so you are "on camera"™ just walking by!

So here we are again, you have the right not to be filmed,
and T have the right to protect my property. TFurther,
without the cameras in operation, I lose my insurance. We
can't both have our rights, so who gives a little? That is
simple, if you want to vigit the museum, you give up yvour
right to not be taped, it is up to you if it is worth it orx
not. ‘ ' :

Now, let's all try something new for a change, let's stop
bitching about our "rights" and start acting like caring

people who have respect and concern for each other. You
never know, you might like it. Co

Next topic. who the hell made wo the vrule that youn have to
iive in poverty to be a Witen? A few weeks ago, I was on oue
of the local TV stations again with an interview they taped
in the museum. As usual, T 'was puffing one of my pipes
through the interview (they are a trademark with me), and it
happened that the lady who did the interview is marvried to a
Pipe collector, and during a chat before taping, she asked me
offhand how much the carved meerschaum I was smoking cost me.
It was $850.,00, and I told her so.

Well, on the news after the spot ran, she made mention of the
fact that I was smoking an $800.00 pipe during the interview,
and then went on to mention that T have a few dozen more just
like it. Two days later, I get a very nasty letver from a
lady in Indianapolis saying thdt I am a disgrace to all Craft
folks because no true Witch would own something lLike my
edpensivé pipes! & : ‘ s

This is not the first time I have had folks make such
comments to me. While my museum is devoted completely to
Magie and Witchcraft and very closely related topics (ghosts,
ESP, and the like), the Enchanted Cottage, which- is also open
to Craft folk (it is not open to the public -at large), is

collections as well as numbers of Craft items.

Now, I do not have the yupple view of money; money is not a

big thing in my life, in fact, before 1 retived, 1 gave away
as much money as I spent ot myself. 1 don't zip around in a
BMW, my old Buick is good enough to get me to the alrport and
home again and that's all I need. My homes are small, but .

So, does it make me & "bad Witch" because T have earned a lot
of cash, and choose to spend some of it on an eight thousand
dollar print or a Ming unguent -jar from the tomb of an
Imperial Princess? . Is it wrong for one to wish to £ill one's
home with beautiful things? And, is it so bloody bad to
expect these investments to serve my wife and three kids
should something happen to me tomorrow? I could have
invested in Dow, or 1IBM or ATT, or some other corporation
that is defacing the Mother Planet, or which is oppressing
the Third World. Instead, I choose to put money into things
that bring joy just by being. B ' :

1 have never drank anything stronger than cranberry juice,
and never have used drugs, instead, at the end of the day
(spent giving museum tours, readings, and doing healings) 1
like to open a gold snuffbox and taeke a pinch of fine English
sniffing smiff, light up a good meerschaum and read a.
200-~year-old first edition or the original draft of a play by
a famed playwright. So, just tell me where it says that
being a Witch means living in squallor and being on welfare
and 1'1l sell everything and move into some rat-infested slum
right away.

I was one of the first individuals to start wearing a green
button. I'm proud of that green button and what it
symbolizes. The only times that .green button.leaves my shirt
is when it finally breaks or gets tossed into, the wash--then
I drive myself over to the local green buttonmaker's and buy
myself a new one. TI've gone through six buttons of wvarious
shades of preen and of various sizes in the last eight
months. As an experienced button-wearer, 1'd like to point
out a few things that might make life a little easier.

When you put on the green button, listen to vour inmer self
and realize that you 'are making a threefold statement.
Primarily that you are a Pagan. $Secondly, that you will
stand up for your rights. Third, and most important to my
thinking, that you are not an individual, but rather part of
a whole. Not alone, but merely visible.

If you don't feel safé‘(iiaten to your inner self), then
don't tell an individual who asks what the green button

means. GSome answers that 1've heard going around are: "It's
my go button." "The writing got washed off." "You means
it's mot St. Patrick's Day?" "I like green." "I belong to a

secret organization of green button wearers."

Some true life examples of what can happen to you while
wearing your green button: -

One Pagan wore hig button to work. When his boss asked him
- what it stood foér, the Pagan made a quick, szilent meditation
and then replied, "It's a recognition symbol for an
international pagan conspiracy." His boss nodded
thaﬁghtfully and said, "So don't tell me if you don't want
to. ‘

Another Pagan, who had heard the story just above, wandered

- into a store and was looking around. The sales clerk asked
what the green button stood for. Upon hearing the reply of

"4+ international pagan conspiracy," the sales clerk asked,
"What are you conspiring for?" The reply was the short,

. single wovrd, "Freedom." There then followed a discussion
which ended with the sales clerk wishing the pagan good luck.

Two Pagans wandered into a mall store and a curious sales
“clérk asked about the green butten. One of the Pagans looked
at’' the other and together they answered with "...
Intexrnational Pagan Comspiracy." "Thank god," exclaimed the
clerk, "I've been hip deep in Fundamentalists all day."

You don't need to wear a large button if you want to feel
less conspicuous. Some ideas I've heard are:

A small green button (I'm talking cloting button here) on a
thread around the neck or wrist.

A green tack on the lapel held by a cinchback or pierced
earring backing--this is much better for work than a two-inch
diameter bright green button.

A preen round sticker (available at most office supply
stores) on a car, purse, notebooks, or briefcase.

Use your common sense. Don't take stupid chances. Wearing a
green button to a science fiction/fantasy convention is fine,
Wearing one to work may or may not be all right. Wearing one
to your sister's Fundamentalist wedding is not a pood idea.

Remember that community service is the backbone of Come From
the Shadows. It is important since it puts "green button
wearers" in a favorable’'light even before the general
knowledge of what the green button stands for is open. It is
also important in that comminity service shows us to be
concerned about' our communities.

Will Come From the Shadows emerrge on 1990 as we've planned?
Only the myriad of gods and goddesses know, I certainly
don't., Will Come From the Shadows emerpge as a success? We
think eventually and unreservedly yes. As we emerge from the
shadows and closets that we've been hiding in, we cease being
an isolated individual that can be bullied and picked on.
Mere to the point, Come From.the Shadows cdan already be
counted a success., As of this writing, I have heard of the
following meetings between pagans wearing green buttons. At
a small gas station in rural Tennessee, at an herb-grower's
meeting somewhere in the south, a college campus on the west
coast and two friends that had known each other for years,
but had never told anyone (or each other) they were Pagan
decided to wear their green buttons on the same day.

That is what makes Come from the Shadows 2 succeas.

In any event, I would now like to share with all in the
founding of Temple of Hekate, an open networking of Pagan
folk who feel a strong affinity with the Wise Mother and who
would not want to be members of Her Temple. A grove will be
established in the garden behind Enchantments in New York
City (a Craft shop) but our worship will be as a network of
solitaries~-joining (or tuning into) with each other once
monthly at the dark of the Moon. Time will be about 2:00
p.m, EST. TFor information, this Moon phase will occur on the
following dates: Jume 14th, July 13th, August 12th. Our
work will be as the Wise Mother directs, which until now has
been for a healing of the earth and its ereatures. It should
be mentioned that the August Moon may ( and probably will) be
coincided with the actual ritual on Saturday, August 13th, of
the Goddesgs, when it is hoped that as many people as possible
will come for this celebration of Her "feast" day.

How does one become a member of the Temple of Hekate? By a
strong inward dedication to the wotrship of the Goddeéss and a
desire to be part of our networking, which will require the
inward committment to network on the monthly Moon. There
will not be an initiation, because the dediation to Hekate
will constitute that. We don't c¢hose Her, She chooses ug, so0
if we are chosen--consider yourself as initiated.

There are no dues, although it is encouraged that thoge of
yvou who can do so, make a "one time" donation for the
establishment of Her Grotto--which will be (as mentioned)
located in the garden of Enchantments. A corner of the
garden will be set aside, where a statue of the CGoddess will
be placed into a crossroads--possibly with a little stream
running beside it. This statue will be one which ig being

during the rvitual in August, when their collective names will
